Transportministermøtet 

EUs transportministre møttes i Luxembourg 3. juni. Rådet vedtok på møtet felles posisjon på 

de to revisjonsforslagene om luftromsreformer (som tilsammen omtales som «Single 

European Sky 2+»-forslagene), felles posisjon på revisjon av direktiv om leide kjøretøy og 

felles posisjon på revisjon av direktiv om gjensidig godkjenning av tredjelandssertifikater for 

navigasjon på EUs innenlandske vannveier. På møtet ble det også vedtatt rådskonklusjoner 

på jernbane og på mobilitetsstrategien. På møtet ble det også gitt en status på 

trilogforhandlingene på Eurovignette-direktivet (veibruksavgift) og Ryanair-hendelsen 23. 

mai, se nærmere nedenfor.  

 

Felles posisjon fra revisjon av direktivet for leide kjøretøy innebærer at Europaparlamentet 

(EP) og Rådet nå kan starte forhandlinger seg imellom. Slike forhandlinger oppfattes å bli en 

prioritert oppgave for det påtroppende slovenske formannskapet etter 1. juli. Posisjonene 

mellom de to institusjonene oppfattes heller ikke å være så forskjellige. Felles posisjon på de 

to andre sakene, Single European Sky 2+ og på revisjon av direktiv om gjensidig godkjenning 

av tredjelandssertifikater, vil måtte vente til EP vedtar sitt syn. Transportkomiteen vil på sitt 
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møte neste uke vedta sin innstilling, men EPs endelige syn forventes ikke vedtatt før etter 

sommeren. På status i forhandlingene mellom EP og Rådet på revisjon av Eurovignette-

direktivet informerte det portugisiske formannskapet om at det store utestående 

spørsmålet knyttet seg til bruk av tidsbegrensede avgifter. EP ønsker at slike avgifter skal 

utfases, mens Rådet ønsker at medlemslandene fortsatt skal ha muligheten til å ha slike 

avgifter (i tillegg til distansebaserte avgifter). Neste forhandlingsmøte mellom de to 

institusjonene er 15. juni. Det knytter seg spenning til om EP eller Rådet vil gi seg på dette 

spørsmålet.

Ryanair-hendelsen 

Ryanair-hendelsen 23. mai 2021 ble også diskutert på Transportministermøtet 3. juni, etter 

initiativ fra Litauen. Rådet vedtok dagen detter et flyforbud overfor hviterussiske flyselskap i 

europeisk luftrom, som trådte i kraft midnatt til lørdag 5. juni. Vedtaket formaliserer dermed 

Det europeiske Råds konklusjoner 24. mai. Vedtaket begrunnes bl.a. med at hviterussiske 

flysikkerhetsmyndigheter bidro til hendelsen, og med det satt flysikkerheten i fare.  

 

Europaparlamentet diskuterte 8. juni ytterligere sanksjoner mot Hviterussland. EUs 

høyrepresentant for utenriks- og sikkerhetspolitikk varslet i den sammenheng ytterligere 

sanksjoner i nær fremtid mot “all those involved in the hijacking”.  

 

Det forventes at Europaparlamentet 10. juni vil vedta en resolusjon på Hviterussland. I 

utkast til resolusjon, datert 9. juni, oppfordres ICAO og EASA om å undersøke og treffe 

passende tiltak, inkludert gjennomføre en “… thorough assessment of the consequences of 

abductions from an intercepted civilian plane, not only for international air transport and 

aviation safety but also for overall security in Europe …”. EP oppfordrer også til ileggelse av 

sanksjoner mot de som “… participated in the incident of 23 May, such as … aviation 

authorities”.  

 

Støtte  

I Kommisjonens pressemelding 7. juni bes det om kommentarer til utkast til 

statsstøtteregelverk på klima, miljø og energi. I pressemelding fremgår det at det vurderes 

en rekke endringer til dagens regelverk, bl.a. utvidelse av virkeområdet, inkludert «clean 

mobility … and to all technologies that can deliver the Green Deal, including support for 

renewable energy» og mer sammenheng med annen lovgiving og politikk «… phasing out 

subsidies for fossil fuels». I utkast til meddelelse «Guidelines on State aid for climate,

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environmental protection and energy 2022» gis det i pkt. 4.3 en nærmere omtale av støtte 

til ren mobilitet Det fremgår her at regelverket retter seg mot alle transportformer og -

infrastruktur. Høringsfristen er 2. august. Meddelensen oppfattes som interessant i forhold 

til flere av de forventede transportforslagene i «Fit for 55»-pakken.  

 

Dagen etter vedtok Europaparlamentet å godkjenne støtte på 6,8 mill. euro fra European 

Globalisation Adjustment Fund til tidligere ansatte i flyselskapene Finnair og KLM samt 

selskapet Swissport Belgium. Støtten på hhv. 1,8, 5 og 3,7 mill. euro skal gå til de tidligere 

ansatte for å finne nytt arbeid. For mer informasjon, se nedenfor under 

«Europaparlamentet».  

 

I EU-rettens pressemelding 9. juni fremgår det at man har gitt Ryanair medhold i at tysk 

statsstøtte til flyselskapet Condor ikke var gyldig, da støtten ikke var begrunnet tilstrekkelig. 

Rettens avgjørelse her følger opp tidligere avgjørelser i Ryanairs søksmål mot Kommisjonen 

om portugisisk støtte til TAP og nederlandsk støtte til KLM.  

 

Maritim sikkerhet 

Rådet arbeider med rådskonklusjoner om EUs maritime sikkerhetsstrategi, som forventes 

vedtatt på et kommende Ministerrådsmøte før sommeren. I utkast til rådskonklusjoner gis 

utviklingen av et «Common Information Sharing Environment (CISE) omtale. Her oppfordres 

Kommisjonen om å fortsette arbeidet med å etablere CISE, som er ment å sikre bedre / økt 

utveksling av maritim informasjon, i samarbeid med medlemslandene og relevante EU byrå. 

EUs maritime byrås (EMSA) plan “Transitional Phase to Operations” understrekes her særlig, 

inkludert aktiv deltagelse fra medlemslandene i overgangsfasen. I utkastet presiseres det for 

øvrig at deltakelse i CISE er frivillig.  

 

Transportkomiteens møte 16.-17. juni 

Transportkomiteen (TRAN) forventes, som nevnt ovenfor, å vedta sin innstilling til plenum på 

Single European Sky 2+, revisjon av direktiv om gjensidig godkjenning av 

tredjelandssertifikater og EUs trafikksikkerhetsstrategi 2021-2030.  

 

EASAs direktør vil også presentere studien / høringen på "The societal acceptance of Urban 

Air Mobility in Europe", ref. informasjon om ny høring på droner nedenfor under 

«Kommisjonen». ERAs direktør vil også diskutere fremtidige utfordringer og muligheter på 

jernbanesektoren med TRAN. TRAN-komiteen vil for øvrig avholde et seminar på utvidelse av 

EUs klimakvotesystem på luftfarts- og skipsfartsområdet, drøfte sitt syn på Kommisjonens
