Nyhetsbrev fra samferdselsraden ved Norges delegasjon til EU

e Portugal overlater radsformannskapet til Slovenia 1. juli

e Nye «drypp» til den kommende «Klar for 55»-pakken

e Videre oppfglging pa Ryanair-hendelsen

Radsformannskapsvervet

Portugal overlater formannskapsvervet til Slovenia na 1. juli. Portugal har hatt en vellykket
formannskapsperiode pa transport, med radsposisjon pa revisjonsforslagene Single
European Sky 2+ (SES 2+) og leide kjgretgy samt en uformell enighet pa de krevende
trilogforhandlingene med Europaparlamentet pa revisjon av Eurovignette-direktivet. P3 siste
sak knytter det seg na spenning til om Radet og Europaparlamentet (EP) vil fglge opp med
formell godkjenning av forhandlingskompromisset om avgiftsregelverket for bruk av
veiinfrastruktur. Hva gjelder Radet forventes dette i praksis a skje pa COREPER I-mgtet
ferstkommende onsdag, mens EPs Transportkomite (TRAN) forventes a stemme over sin
anbefaling 12.-13. juli. Radets og EP-TRANs vedtak ma sa fglges opp med formelle vedtak i
de to institusjonene. 28. juni, helt pa opplgpssiden av Portugals formannskapsperiode, ble
det ogsa kjent at Radet har godkjent signering av luftfartsavtalene med Ukraina, Armenia,
Tunisia og Qatar, se pressemelding nedenfor under «Radet».

Slovenia har mottoet «Together. Resilient. Europe.» for sitt formannskap. Slovenia er siste
land ut i formannskapstrioen med Tyskland og Portugal. Dette vil bli Slovenias andre
formannskap etter at landet ble med i EU. Formannskapsprogrammet er enna ikke publisert,
men det oppfattes dit hen at Slovenia vil prioritere pagaende transportsaker, som



trilogforhandlinger mellom EP og Radet pa SES 2+ og leide kjgretpy, kommende
transportforslag i «Klar for 55»-pakken og transportforbindelser med sgrgst-europeiske land
utenfor EU. Sistnevnte reflekteres gjennom Ministermgte for Transport Community 5. juli.

Spenning knytter seg til om Slovenia ogsa vil pabegynne behandlingen av
«novemberpakken», som forventes a besta av (minst) revisjon av TEN-T forordningen, ITS-
forordning og bymobilitetsstrategien. Uformelt transport- og energiministermgte vil finne
sted 21.-22. september, mens formelt transportministermgte vil finne sted 9. desember.

«Klar for 55»-pakken

Stadig nye «drypp» kommer fra «Klar for 55»-pakken, som forventes a bli lagt fram 14. juli,
se nedenfor under «kKommisjonen». Pakken vil bl.a. inneholde forslag om revisjon av
direktivet om infrastruktur for alternativt drivstoff (AFID), forslag om revisjon av CO2-
standardene for personbiler og varebiler og et nytt forslag for a gke etterspgrselen etter mer
baerekraftig drivstoff til skip (FuelEU Maritime).

Pa et Politico-arrangement 22. juni uttalte en representant for Kommisjonen at
elbilmarkedet vokste sa raskt, og at dette, i kombinasjon med EU-stgtte til utrulling av
ladestasjoner, tilsa at bindende maltall for slik utrulling ikke var ngdvendig. Det ble her vist
til en tredobling av nye elbiler fra 2019 til 2020 i EU. Dagen etter, den 23. juni, presenterte
ogsa konsulentfirmaet EY en ny rapport, der elbiler spas a dominere elbilsalget i Europa
innen 2028. 28. juni gikk ogsa Volkswagen — gruppen ut 3 sa at man ville stoppe salget av
VW-biler med intern forbrenningsmotor mellom 2033 og 2035. Kommisjonens uttalelser, EYs
rapport, og ikke minst, VW-gruppens uttalelser, er interessante bade for kommende revisjon
av AFID-direktivet og CO2-standardene, inkludert en mulig utfasingsdato for salg av nye biler
med intern forbrenningsmotor. Bilprodusentene har, pa den annen side, lenge fremhevet
behov for slike bindende maltall. 24. juni presenterte ogsa organisasjonen ChargeUp Europa
sin oppdaterte posisjon pa AFID-direktivet. Her fremheves sakalte kapasitetsbaserte maltall
for @ fremme en rask vekst av elbilsalget.

Organisasjonen Transport & Environment (T&E) publiserte ogsa artikkelen “LEAKED: EU’s
supposedly ‘green’ shipping law will lock in fossil fuels” i forrige uke. | artikkelen fra 23. juni
felger det en lenke til et utkast til FuelEU Maritime — initiativet. Her foreslas det et
reduksjonsmal for utslipp fra skip over 5 000 bruttotonn; fra 2 % innen 2025, 6 % innen 2030
osv. helt frem til 75 % innen 2050. Det foreslas ogsa at skip som ikke etterlever kravet skal
ilegges sanksjon, for a fjerne enhver gkonomisk fordel disse matte ha ved ikke a etterleve
kravet. | T&Es artikkel kritiseres Kommisjonen for a «lase inn» bruk av fossilt drivstoff til
skipsfarten i lang tid fremover. T&E legger samtidig til at Kommisjonen kan rette opp dette
«by excluding liquified natural gas (LNG) and crop-based biofuels» og istedenfor fremme
bruk av f.eks. fornybar hydrogen og ammoniakk.

| Ukesnytt 26 ble det informert om Radets pressemelding 21. juni om ytterligere sanksjoner
mot Hviterussland. S.d. opplyste ogsa EUs hgyrepresentant for utenrikssaker og
sikkerhetspolitikk i sin pressemelding om at flere andre europeiske land utenfor EU, bl.a.
E@S-landene, hadde sluttet seg til sanksjonene fra 4. juni. | pressemelding 24. juni
informerte Radet om ytterligere sanksjoner. Her presiseres det ogsa at man med disse
sanksjonene har gjennomfgrt Det europeiske Rads (DER) konklusjoner fra 24.-25. mai, der
man «...called on the Council to ban overflight of EU airspace by Belarusian airlines and
prevent access to EU airports of flights operated by such airlines, and to adopt the necessary
measures, including additional listings of persons and entities on the basis of the relevant
sanctions framework, and to adopt further targeted economic sanctions». Ingen av de siste
sanksjonene oppfattes a omfatte transport. Dagen etter gnsket DER velkommen Radets
gjennomfgring av sine konklusjoner fra mai-mgtet pa Hviterussland.

| denne sammenheng vises det ogsa til at den nederlandske sikkerhetsstyrelsen 24. juni
presenterte rapporten «Safe flight routes - Responses to escalating conflicts». Rapporten
inneholder anbefalinger til bl.a. det nederlandske infrastrukturdepartementet, Kommisjonen
og EASA, inkludert en anbefaling om at man bgr vurdere muligheten til 8 vedta nasjonalt
flyforbud for nederlandske operatgrer ogsa i fremmed luftrom. Rapporten ma sees i lys av
Ukraina International Airlines flight PS752, som ble skutt ned over Iran 8. november 2020, og
Malaysia Airlines flight MH17 som ble skutt ned over Ukraina 17. juni 2014.
